“OUSING/RESIDENCE LIFE

The residence hall experience at Keuka is an important part of a student’s education. Through its
curricular and co-curricular offerings, Keuka College has a great deal to offer. In all facets of our
programs, Keuka seeks to provide opportunities for students to develop and grow as young adults.

All full-time students are required to live on campus, unless they live with their parents or
guardians within a 30-mile distance, they are 23 years of age or older, married, or have a depend-
ent child. Other requests for exemption to this policy must be filed through the director of housing
and residence life.

Residence hall assignments are done through the residence life office prior to the first semester of
attendance, and are based on student preference and availability. The room selection process for
returning students is conducted at the end of April. There will be hall meetings and information
posted to walk you through this process.

HOUSING

There are six residence halls that serve the student population, each having its own characteristics
and features. While each is unique, there are similarities. Each hall is equipped with a television
lounge, a study lounge with computers, free-of-charge laundry facilities, and a pantry with a
microwave, sink and stove. Each hall room comes equipped with cable, Internet, and phone con-
nections. Students are encouraged to bring their own phone.

Allen House

This two-story structure has been used as the College’s theme house. Student groups of five apply
to live there for an academic year. The group must provide campus-wide programs and host
events throughout the year. The Women’s Center has utilized the house for the past few years.

Ball Hall

The College’s original building, the newly renovated Ball Hall serves as an administrative build-

ing and residence hall. There are single-, double-, triple-, and quad-occupancy rooms in Ball Hall
for upper-class students. A separate application process is used for students desiring to live here.

There is an additional fee to live in Ball Hall.

Blyley Hall
This hall has a floor for women and a floor for men. The building has a common study room, a
common TV lounge, a meeting room, and a full kitchen for student use.

Davis Hall
This building houses freshmen students only and is co-ed by floor. The third floor is devoted to
men, and the first and second floors to women.
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Harrington Hall

This hall is a unique residence in several respects. It is governed by a group of elected students, and
residents must apply to live there. Students must display leadership qualities to be considered for
residency and, in order to maintain residency, must complete a leadership program. Harrington Hall
is the only suite-style residence on campus with a common bathroom that adjoins two rooms; there-
fore, there is a private bathroom for every four students. There is an additional fee for students
choosing to live in Harrington Hall.

Saunders Hall
This residence hall is available for women residents; the second floor is reserved for freshmen.

Space Hall
This residence hall is available for all Keuka College students. There are two floors for men and
one for women. First floor houses freshmen men only.

Other Housing Options
The College has acquired apartment-style housing in the duplex adjacent to the campus. All College
policy and regulations apply to those upper-class students chosen to reside in these spaces.

Community Living at Keuka College

Our policies at Keuka College exist to provide a safe and educational atmosphere for all of our stu-
dents. They are designed to promote both individual and group responsibility. We count on students
to hold each other responsible for their behavior. If the individual responsible for damages or van-
dalism on a floor is not reported, the floor’s residents will be held responsible.

IMPORTANT: For the health and well-being of Keuka College students, employees,
and guests, smoking is not permitted in any building on campus.

RESIDENCE LIFE

Living in the residence hall can often be one of the most important aspects of your college educa-
tion, and at Keuka we don’t believe in letting that development take place by chance. Our halls are
staffed by professional and paraprofessional student development educators who actively encourage,
and who serve as resources for, student growth in a variety of ways.

Associate Dean of Students

The associate dean of students is the student affairs staff member responsible for the administration
of the campus-wide student life program. This position reports to the dean of students and supervis-
es the director of residence life, and the director of student activities. This position encompasses all
aspects of residence life and student activities and serves as the chief judicial officer for the campus.
The associate dean also coordinates New Student Orientation/testing dates in June and Transition
Week in August.

Director of Housing and Residence Life

The director of housing and residence life serves as supervisor of the residence life staff including
resident assistants and resident directors. This position also oversees housing, all programming in
the residence halls, and serves as a judicial hearing officer for the campus.




Resident Directors

Each residence hall has a live-in resident director (RD) who is a member of the student affairs
professional staff. The RD supervises the resident assistant staff and is responsible for the overall
management of the residence hall.

Resident Assistants

The resident assistant (RA) is an upperclass student who serves as an adviser and resource person
to a group of approximately 18-25 students on a floor or wing. Remember, RAs are students just
like you. They deserve to be treated with the same respect as you would like to be treated. They
care about you and want to help you as much as possible. You are encouraged, particularly during
your first weeks on campus, to refer questions to your RA. They are prepared to help you with a
variety of questions and concerns common to new students, such as registration procedures, class
schedules, and adjustment to residence hall and campus life.

RESIDENCE LIFE POLICIES

Check-in procedures: Check-in dates for the residence halls will be sent to you during the sum-
mer. If you need to arrive earlier than the date given, you must clear this through the residence
life office. Check-in is usually handled at the hall where you have been assigned. It is important
that you remember to bring your health insurance information and your doctor’s name and num-
ber with you for check-in.

Room Changes: Every effort is made to match compatible people together as roommates, but

sometimes it does not work out. If a roommate conflict occurs, the first thing to do is talk to your
roommate and see if a solution can be found. The second step, if the situation can’t be resolved, is
to seek the help of your RA. RAs have been trained in mediation and have experience in dealing
with these situations. If the situation still can’t be resolved, the RA will direct you to the resident
hall director or the Office of Housing and Residence Life to request a room change. Room and
hall changes are on a space-available basis and can’t be processed during the first week of a
semester. After the first two weeks, room changes can be taken care of through the residence life
office. Any student who moves without proper authorization will be assessed a $25 fine, and may
be placed in the originally assigned room.

Lost Keys: It is very important that you keep track of your room key. In order to insure the safety
of students and our residential facilities, any time a key is lost, the lock must be changed. Lock
changes cost $60, and will be billed to the student’s account.

Check-out Procedure: Students must properly check out of their room when making a room
change at the end of the semester, or if withdrawing from the College. Students must make
arrangements with their RAs to go over their room inventory form and return their room key to be
properly checked out. Students are not required to remove their belongings from their room at any
of the break periods other than for summer. There are specific room condition procedures to be
followed for each break period that will be posted before the break. These procedures must be fol-
lowed in order to avoid any charges. In order to maintain an atmosphere conducive to studying,
students are expected to leave campus within 24 hours of their last exam each semester. Students
who stay after their final exams and cause disturbances in the halls or on campus are asked to
leave immediately and may be subject to further disciplinary action.
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RESIDENCE HALL RULES AND REGULATIONS

Below is a brief outline of some of the rules and regulations for the residence halls with which you
may want to start acquainting yourself. All rules and regulations will be discussed with you at the
first hall meeting in the fall. Student handbooks and code of conduct statements are available online.
You are expected to read both of these and be familiar with all College policies.

Pets: The College prohibits pets, except fish (in a tank no larger than 20 gallons), in the residence
halls.

Quiet Hours: The residence halls have designated quiet hours to maintain an environment that is
conducive to academics:

Sunday - Thursday, 10 p.m. - 9 a.m.
Friday - Saturday, 2 a.m. - noon

Appliances: Small refrigerators (no larger than 3.8 cubic feet), microwaves, and small televisions
are allowed in the residence halls. Space heaters, hot plates, and any appliances with exposed heat-

ing elements are not permitted.

Aloohol: Students under the age of 21 are not permitted to possess or consume alcohol on College
property or be present where alcohol is being consumed.

Illegal Drugs: Students are not permitted to possess, use, sell or distribute illegal drugs or drug para-
phernalia.

Smoking: Smoking is not permitted in any building on campus.

Candles: Candles are prohibited.

STUDENT ACTIVITIES

The student activities office, located in Dahlstrom Student Center, is the center of campus activities.
The director of student activities assists clubs and organizations in scheduling social and educational
activities and serves as a resource for ideas and information. The office also works with the Student
Association (Student Senate) to regulate funding for clubs/organizations, schedule elections, and
assist with major events on campus.

The Involvement Fair, sponsored by the student activities office and Student Senate, is held each
semester. The fair gives students a chance to talk to current club/organization members, find out
more information about clubs/organizations and their activities, and sign up for membership and
events. All students are encouraged to take advantage of the many opportunities for involvement on
campus offered by the clubs/organizations.




STUDENT ASSOCIATION (STUDENT SENATE)
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All students are members of the Student Association, which is represented by Senate executives
and senators. The Student Senate is responsible for governing social activities on campus, regulat-
ing financial matters related to the student activities fee, and serving as an official voice for the
expression of student opinion. The student activities fee is regulated by the Student Senate and
allocated to clubs/organizations at the end of the previous spring semester for the upcoming aca-

demic year by the Budget Allocations Committee.

Carte Blanche Plus - Dining Dollars

Dining Dollars can be used for purchases in Terrace Café and the Geiser Dining Hall. Dining
Dollars can be added in $50 dollars increments up to $200. Items purchased with Dining Dollars
are not taxed. They can be added to your student bill until the end of the second week. After the
second week of the semester you may add Dining Dollars with cash, check or credit card through
the dining services office.

Carte Blanche Campus-Wide

This plan offers $50 -$200 Campus Dollars per semester for purchase anywhere on campus.
Campus Dollars may be purchased in $50 increments and redeemed at the Terrace Café, Geiser
Dining Hall (great for when friends visit on the weekends) and the bookstores. Additional
Campus Dollars can be added anytime at the cashier’s office. (Purchases are subject to sales tax.)

BOOKSTORE

The bookstore is located in the Dahlstrom Student Center. In addition to textbooks, paperbacks,
notebooks, and stationery supplies, the bookstore sells clothing, cards, gifts, gift certificates, and
sundries. The store provides an excellent selection of goods and services at equitable prices with
an emphasis on the academic needs of students and faculty.

MAILROOM

The mailroom is located at the corner of Central Avenue and Birch Street (across from the main
campus) and is open Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. - 4:30 p.m. The mailroom delivers all inter-
campus mail and also provides the following services:

A REA INFORMATION AND ATTRACTIONS

Keuka College is located on the shore of Keuka Lake, one of the Finger Lakes. Penn Yan, a com-
munity with a population of approximately 6,000, is located four miles north of the College and
provides students with access to banking, shopping, and other services. Penn Yan is centrally locat-
ed between Rochester and Syracuse; each city is approximately a one-and-a-half hour drive away,
providing easy access to other shopping, restaurants, and cultural activities.

The area also hosts several points of interest, including the wine industry and the Amish and
Mennonite communities. Wineries abound in the area, with tours running throughout the fall season.
The Amish and Mennonite communities provide residents an opportunity to see a different way of
life. These communities produce products such as quilts, baked goods, and crafts that are available
at many shops in the area.

COMMUTER STUDENT LOUNGE

The Commuter Student Lounge, located in the Dahlstrom Student Center, is available to all off-
campus students. The lounge provides a place for students to relax or study between classes and
features a microwave, refrigerator, computers with network access and a printer, and lockers.
Lounge keys are available in the student affairs office.

COMMUTER PARKING
Parking permits are $40/year, and are available in the business office. Students must fill out a vehi-
cle registration form in the campus safety office and make the $40 payment to the cashier’s office.

MEAL PLAN OPTIONS
Commuter students have the choice of two different meal plans that can be used for any meal.
Commuter meal plans are optional.

Hall. Unused meals are not carried over to the following week.
